Option 1 – Light Rail to Ensemble HCC Stop  

 

Entrance by elevator: Walk one block south to Francis Street, turn right to enter parking garage. 

Go through the double glass doors in the parking garage to enter building and take the elevators 

up to the first floor to check in and enter the Great Hall.    

 

Entrance by stairs: Walk two blocks south to Stuart Street, turn right. Go up the stairs to the first 

floor of the Albert & Ethel Herzstein Building and through double glass doors in the to enter 

building to check in and enter the Great Hall.    

 

Option 2 – Metro Bus to Fannin Street @ Franklin Street 

 

Entrance by elevator: Walk one block south to Francis Street, turn left to enter parking garage. 

Go through the double glass doors in the parking garage to enter building and take the elevators 

up to the first floor to check in and enter the Great Hall.    

 

Entrance by stairs: Walk two blocks south to Stuart Street, turn left. Go up the stairs to the first 

floor of the Albert & Ethel Herzstein Building and through double glass doors in the to enter 

building to check in and enter the Great Hall.    

 

Option 3 – Park On-Site (spaces limited) 

 

Entrance by elevator: Start on Main Street, turn right onto Francis Street in to park in the parking 

garage (shown on the map with the gold stars). Volunteers can park in any open spot. Go through 

the double glass doors in the parking garage to enter building and take the elevators up to the 

first floor to check in and enter the Great Hall.     

 

Entrance by stairs: Start on Main Street, turn right onto Stuart Street to park on surface lot. 

Volunteers can park in any open spot. Go up the stairs to the first floor of the Albert & Ethel 

Herzstein Building and through double glass doors in the to enter building to check in and enter 

the Great Hall.
